Background Information: Arizona Articulated Math Standard, Strand 3, identifies the need

for Kindergarten through 2" grade students to identify two-dimensiond shapesin contextua
Stuatiions. They aso need to identify and compare shape attributes.

Materids. Laminated shape cards provided at the Garden. (square, rectangle, triangle, cirde)
Preparation: None needed

Pre Activity: The basic shapes can be defined and discussed in the classroom.

Procedure:

Determine group Size.

Give each group a shape card or a set of shapes.

|dentify the area in which the students are to look for shapes.

Have the group stand near or point to a shape as identified.

Have an adult verify their finding by asking the students to describe the attributes of the
shape on or within the object.

6. Repeat process as often as needed or as time permits.
